 A study showed that those who drank 13 ounces of tea daily had half the heart attack risk of non-tea drinkers. And heart patients who drank two or more cups a day were 44% less likely to die over the next four years.  

Drinking ten or more cups of tea every day delayed the attack of 

cancer by almost nine years in women and about three in men. Tea 

also seems to protect bones and stop bacteria from sticking to teeth.
